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Patient Instructions for Urodynamic Study

During your appointment you will talk to a doctor, and a gynaecological examination may be
performed. Throughout the Urodynamic test, the doctor will be assisted by a nurse. The test
involves a small tube into the bladder and the rectum. There should be minimal discomfort. Your
bladder will be filled with fluid through the tube and your bladder function monitored with specialist
equipment, including ultrasound. The results will then be interpreted and a report sent to your
doctor within 2 weeks. You should allow 1-2 hours. Please empty your bladder approximately 90
minutes before your appointment. You should eat and drink normally.
